We have put together an itinerary (subject to change) and some camp information.

General information

· All stables include 2 bales of shavings. If you require more bedding you can bring your own (not straw) or purchase them from Somerford on site for £6 bales.  Shavings can be taken home at the end of the weekend.  All stables must be swept out and be completely clear of shavings on the Sunday (pm) 
· Haylage available to (normally three/four people can share) or you can bring your own. But you must take all waste home with you.

·  We will provide Breakfast, Lunch and Evening Meal there will be a constant supply of hot and cold drinks available. You are welcome to bring any additional snacks and beverages as you require. 

Breakfast will consist of Cereal, toast, fruit juice.  Hot food can be purchased from hoofers.
Lunch – will be sandwiches, nibbles and cakes
Dinner – will be a hot meal followed by a Sweet

For 2020 we are again offering the option of unlimited use of the Farm Ride. You could do the whole Ride, hack round a loop before lessons to warm up, or have a pleasant stroll to the River to cool down. We would ask however that riders keep to the one-way system around the Ride if only doing part of it. 

There are areas to wash your horse down.  Also, showers (with plenty of hot water) for us!!
There is a communal area for us to eat and drink and plenty of picnic tables should be weather be good ( 

Camp is very enjoyable, and people come back time and time again. It’s a great opportunity to spend time with your horse and fellow members.  But be aware its hard work but FUN. We do our best for everyone to have a good time, any problems please speak to a member of the committee (they will introduce themselves at the welcome meeting) We try to keep costs down as much as possible but to use the super faculties at Somerford and our great instructors and to feed everyone it gets expensive however we haven’t put prices up from last year. 
You will at some point over the weekend be allocated a time to help in the arenas – this will be to poo pick and help with jumps.  It will only be for 45 minutes over the whole of the weekend.
